 1.       Eligibility: Must be APHA registered


2.
Weanling stallions and geldings shall be shown together. Yearling stallions and geldings shall be shown together.

3.
Colored and breeding stock shall be shown together.

4.
Judging will be by APHA approved judge[s].   

5.
All rules not covered in this list will be determined according to the APHA rulebook.

6.
It is the responsibility of each exhibitor to enter their horse in the appropriate class.   If you are not sure if your horse is eligible for a class, ask the show secretary.

7.
Insufficient checks will result in automatic disqualification.   A $30 charge will be assessed and all future business will be on a cash only basis.   If the amount of the check plus the NSF fee is not paid within 5 business days after notification that the check was not paid, the exhibitor or person issuing the check may be prosecuted at the Futurity Committee’s discretion.

8.
In order for a horse to be entered in a futurity class registration papers must be presented with entry form to the show secretary.

9.
By entering this futurity, owners and handlers acknowledge the rights of WMPHC to  perform drug testing on any or all entries per APHA rules.

10.    Exhibitor must present an APHA work order number with a copy of the registration                application  to the show secretary to enter weanlings not yet registered.

11.
All futurity entries are due by August 31, 2009 after 8/31/09 postmark $10 late fee

12.
Any complaints related to the futurity must be formally submitted to the Futurity Committee in writing within one week of the futurity.   Complaints will be addressed and decided upon by the Futurity Committee within two weeks of receiving the complaint.   The decision of the Futurity Committee will be final.

Payouts will be distributed within three weeks, as long as the entry is determined to be eligible and there are no complaints received relating to the class.    In the event of a complaint, the payout related to the specific class will be distributed within one week following the decision of the Futurity Committee.

Payouts depend on the number of entries and eligibility for added money, if any. Ties are combined and split equally.

Entry fee:  $100.00, to be divided $10.00 to the show and $90.00 to the payout purse.
